   Bringing God To Birth  
    For the last nine days I have been away from Hawkstone 
Hall for our mid-program break. It gave me the opportunity 
to visit the Benedictine Abbey and School in Yorkshire, 
Ampleforth College, where I was from the age of 13 to 18. 
My time at Ampleforth as a boy was an important stage in 
bringing God to birth in my own life. During my visit last 
week I stayed in the monastery for the first time since I had 
left the school in 1959 and shared the life of the monks, 
attending all their community liturgies, from Lauds and their 
Conventual Mass in the morning to Vespers and Compline in 
the evening. I was amazed to discover how many of the 
community I knew. Some of them, now getting on in years, 
taught me when I was a boy, including the former Abbot, Fr. 
Patrick Barry (now 92), who came to stay with me when I 
was in my last parish (Holy Ghost). He needs a walker now, 
but is as sharp as he ever was and gave me a wonderful 
welcome. Others were my contemporaries as students in the 
school.  
    One of the most memorable moments was concelebrating 
the Sunday High Mass with the monks. During the 
Eucharistic Prayer I stood in line with those of the monks, 
who are priests (and that is most of them), on either side of 
the concelebrant, who was a student in the school with me. It 
was a unique experience to be in the sanctuary with the 
community (there were about 40 of them present), facing the 
students (now both boys and girls), as I recalled 50 plus 
years ago being in the congregation as a teenager, singing 
then in Latin Gregorian Chant the pre-Vatican II Mass. 
   After Ampleforth I stayed with a good friend, no more than 
20 miles away, whom I had known in Oxford University 

days and my early days as a barrister in London, which was a 
delight. Our conversations covered so many years and all at 
break neck speed. When time is short it is amazing how much 
ground one can cover. I then drove from Yorkshire to Edinburgh 
in Scotland to spend the last four days of the break with my 
nephew, Hugh Crawford, and his wife, Daisy. One of the 
highlights of my visit was an outing to Rosslyn Chapel, which 
features in the DaVinci Code. It was the chapel of the St. Clair 
family, who were the Earls of the Orkney Islands and remained 
Catholic well into the penal times. A branch of the family 
supported Bonnie Prince Charlie in the 1745 rebellion. Rosslyn 
Chapel was built in the 1400’s and is a glorious example of the 
architecture of that period. The chapel has strong Knights 
Templar associations, which explains how Dan Brown exploited 
it for his purposes in his book. Despite the nonsense he wrote 
about it, the number of tourists has tripled and Tom Hanks has 
made a very generous donation for its repair and upkeep. So 
thank you, Dan Brown, the Rosslyn Chapel will look beautiful 
because of the book you wrote and the film that it inspired! 
    On my return to Hawkstone Hall we started a new course  
with Margaret Silf, entitled Living Pathway. She relies very 
much on the Spirituality of St. Ignatius Loyola, the founder of 
the Jesuits. This is a sample of her material. I paraphrase. “God’s 
intervention into history hangs upon one moment, a moment in 
time, but also a moment out of time, when God asks for space to 
become incarnate in God’s own creation. We know that the 
redemption story hangs upon the consent of a young girl in 
Nazareth...But we can also distance ourselves from the whole 
encounter and avoid the personal consequences of the moment. 
God asks not just Mary of Nazareth, but asks each one of us, to 
make him a human home, in our own bodies, minds, hearts and 
lives, where God’s redeeming work may be continued. God calls 
us to bring him to birth in our own lives. God asks for the broken 
threads of our own, personal human experience, and promises to 
weave them into his Dream for all creation. ________________

If we are not aware of a problem, we will be unable to address and 
correct the problem in the future.
