  The Image of the Russian Dolls     
    After the nine day break Hawkstone Hall gave us two 
presenters for the week beginning February 15. Our 
presenter for the first part of the week was Margaret Silf, 
who is well known to the Sisters of Mercy in Rochester, 
since she has given presentations at the Mercy Prayer Center 
on more than one occasion over the past several years and 
may be returning again next year. She is a great advocate of 
Ignatian Spirituality, encouraging her audience not only to 
pursue Imaginative Meditation, but also Lectio Divina, and 
in doing so to get inside the Scriptures, especially the New 
Testament. Her use of imagery is particularly interesting. 
Spread out in front of her was a table full of a whole variety 
of objects from a stuffed zebra and a stuffed platypus to an 
agate stone. Sister Leandra would have loved it. Each of the 
items were used very effectively to illustrate the point she 
wished to make. Her main point is that God wants to enter 
into our own personal situation, whatever that situation in 
our life might be. But it is our decision to let God inside. 
God needs our commitment and decisive intervention. It is 
not enough for us to look at the mountain, we have to be 
prepared to climb it. To let God inside, we have to choose 
life. We have to choose what will lead to love in the world. 
In other words, we have to choose to be Christ-like. 
    This is where Ignatian Spirituality and getting inside the 
Scriptures is so helpful. It is also a very worth while Lenten 
practice for us to consider. Read the Passion Narrative and 
reflect on it. For in choosing to be Christ-like and thus 
following Jesus, we are in due course inevitably confronted 
with the cross. Jesus lived in true obedience to his Father’s 
will,  even though this led him to the cross. When we live the 

truth, it will inevitably lead to opposition. We have to be ready 
and willing for that, and never compromise our values. Jesus did 
not compromise and was crucified for his fidelity to the truth. In 
entering the darkness of Jesus’  last days, we are choosing to 
remain with him, even when this leads where we would rather 
not go. This is the mark of friendship. We choose rather to be 
with the Lord, whatever the circumstances, than to be apart from 
him and thus remain safe and comfortable. We have to be willing 
to let go of our layers of “securities”  Margaret used the image of 
the Russian Dolls - those wooden dolls, where each outer doll 
encases a smaller inner doll. The image speaks of the agonizing 
breaking of one layer after another of our “securities.”  As we 
move more deeply into the darkness, we accompany Jesus into 
the breaking of all those layers, acknowledging our part in the 
breaking, but also sharing in the experience of being broken. 
Both these things are asked of us: 
   1. To recognize the tendencies in ourselves that lead us to 
betray, deny, abandon, compromise and destroy the True Life in 
the core of our being and in each other. But to affirm and 
strengthen those tendencies in us to remain faithful, patient, and 
trusting, bringing the True Life to birth in every generation. 
   2.  To expose, for healing those parts of ourselves that have 
experienced what it feels like to be betrayed, deserted, accused 
and condemned. 
    We come into this experience both as perpetrators and as 
victims, yet neither of these roles is the final word. The final 
word lies right at the center of the set of dolls, and that center is 
unbreakable. See how Jesus’  outer layers of security are broken. 
Trust - Jesus is betrayed by one of his closest friends. Loyalty - 
Jesus is denied by one of his closest friends. Self respect and 
dignity - Jesus is stripped and humiliated, and mocked. Reliance 
on “ justice”  and the integrity of the “system”  - Jesus can do 
nothing to defend himself. Certainty about God and God’s 
protection - Jesus feels that God has abandoned him.
